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OCTOBER SPEAKER:  COL George Ehringer gave an outstanding slide presentation on the life and career of Lester Banos who served as a spy in the German SS for the Allied Forces during World War II.  He covered his early childhood, his schooling, how he became affiliated with the Hungarian Resistance as well as several incidents where Banos faced life threatening situations.  COL Ehringer explained how Banos saved countless Jewish lives by helping them escape Budapest thereby consequently avoiding being sent to concentration camps.  He described Banos's relationship with key Resistance figures, such as Raoul Wallenberg, a Swedish Diplomat who saved thousands of Jewish lives and Julian Schweiger, a Hungarian Resistance Leader.  As a chauffeur for the German Military he escorted such notables as Adolf Eichmann, a high ranking German SS Officer who sent many Jews to their death and LTC Otto Skorzeny, the German Officer who retrieved Benito Mussolini, dethroned Prime Minister of Italy, from captivity.  COL Ehringer visited Budapest a few years ago and was able to share with us photos of places where Banos was known to spend his time during WW II as well as historic locations, such as the Parliament Building.  Some of us will recall that Banos spoke before our group on two prior occasions.  He passed away in 2012 at the age of 88.

YOUTH PROGRAM: Since we did not send students to the Freedom Foundation in 2020 we will not be requesting donations from members this year.  Previous donations will be used for the 2021Youth Program, provided the Coronavirus pandemic subsides.  Likewise, we returned the $5,000 McLaughlin grant received for the 2020 program and will have to reapply if we elect to send students to the Freedom Foundation in 2021.
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QUARTER CENTURY INDUCTEE:  LTC Elaine Berkowitz was the recipient of a retroactive Quarter Century "Certificate of Dedication" for having completed 25 years of membership in our chapter in 2017.  LTC Berkowitz has been a strong supporter of our Awards Program having participated in the presentation of awards to JROTC and ROTC Cadets for a number of years.

Dave served as our chapter commander in 2006 and annually visited Carnegie Mellon University to present medals to Navy ROTC Cadets.  He was recently honored by the Pittsburgh Chapter of ROA at a luncheon held on October 14th and awarded a ROA Certificate of Recognition for his many years of serving as its Treasurer and Secretary.  Although we were not able to present Dave and Nancy with a MOWW Certificate of Gratitude in person we were able to mail it to them prior to their departure on November 4th.
