The 911th Airlift Wing was given the mission to airlift thousands of refugees and others who were awaiting evacuation.  The 911th was one of six Air Wings from around the country to participate in the evacuation to ensure safe passage of Americans and Afghan allies to other locations around the world.  The 911th contributed 17 transport and refueling aircraft, which included the C-17 Globermaster IIIs, the C-130 Hercules, the C-5M Super Galaxies and the KC-10 Extenders as well as 73 air crews and hundreds of maintenance, security, medical and support personnel to the operation.  The airlift was considered one of the largest in the Reserve Command's history.  LTC Sever explained that the logistical requirements of housing, 
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feeding, medical support and registering a contemplated 5,000 refugees expanded to 58,000 by the time the 911th Air Wing's mission was over. This greatly taxed the 911th's capabilities and required innovated solutions.  Transporting a high volume of passengers out of a crowded airfield with the possibility of hostile fire presented challenges. Evacuees were transported to American bases in the Middle East and Europe, such as Al Udeid Air Base, Qatar and Ramstein Air Base, Germany, before heading to various points in the U.S. for temporary housing.  LTC Sever was presented with a Certificate of Appreciation for his outstanding presentation.
